One of the most famous sailing ships ever built in Pugwash was the "City

of Halifax", built by the DEWOLFES. It was a full rigged beauty. The
proud captain of the "City of Halifax" was a MUCKLEHENNY, who came to

Pugwash from the Parrsboro Shore.
Another queen of the sea was the "Scotia", built in Pugwash, with

Captain YEAMAN as the master.
The "Eliza Oulton" was built by the Oulton family and named for the

bride of one of their sons, the former Eliza Borden, who accompanied Her .

husband on the ship's maiden voyage to London as a honeymoon trip,
The last square rigged ship built in Pugwash was the "Motorola", buily
by Joseph JONES. One of Nova Scotia's fastest ships was the "San*\%,

Townsend", built by Dave REDMOND at Pugwash.
